CAPTAIN NIKOLAOS I. FRANGOS

Captain Nikolas Frangos, was born
in Kardamyla, Chios, in 1926. He started
his career by making mercantile journeys
on a small ship that belonged to his
father.

The Frangos family has a long and
rich history in shipping. Its primogenitor,
Nikolaos Frangos, grandfather of
Captain Nikolas, on his father’s side,
was a captain of sailing vessels and
travelled throughout the Mediterranean
Sea as far as Marseilles. His mother’s
father, Emmanuel Tournis, was also a
seafarer. Apart from being Captain of a
merchant vessel, he was also a ship
owner (he owned three steam vessels)
and he travelled to Egypt, Marseilles and
other parts of the Mediterranean.

Captain Nikolas’ father, John
Frangos, followed in his father’s foot-
steps and became a sea captain and
owner of 4 steamships. He was one of
the few educated navy men of his time.
In 1933, John bought a ship from Shell
company, which during World War 1l was
used by the Greek Navy. The ship was
bombed and sunk by the Nazis, at the

island of Dokos, near Hydra.

After the liberation of Greece in
1945, John managed to refloat his ship
from the waters of Hydra. On that ship,
his son Captain Nikolas Frangos started
his career making journeys along the
Mediterranean Sea until his father died
in 1951.

He returned to Greece, doing sea
service and taking exams, and obtained
the title of 2nd Officer, Chief Officer and
finally Captain of the merchant Navy. . In
1957, he sold the ship and bought a
German motorship, “Triaena”, with which
he continued to travel in the
Mediterranean Sea. In 1960, he bought
his first steamboat and named it
“Captain Frangos.” Then he purchased
another ship, from Japan, to which he
gave the name “Good Luck”. He sold
that vessel but continued buying one
boat every month, until one day he
ended up buying “Good Luck” from the
man to whom he had sold it.

Around 1966, he entered into a part-
nership with Mr. Nikolaos Moundreas
and they established the company

GOOD FAITH SHIPPING CO S.A. That
partnership — one of the few worldwide —
had good results and continues to exist
and prosper to this day. Thanks to its
founders’ adherence to the principles of
honesty, consistency, fellowship and
industriousness, the course of the com-
pany is steadily upward. During a period
of 40 years a large number of vessels
was sold and bought, and there was a
time when the number of vessels man-
aged were over 52. According to infor-
mation provided by CLARKSON’S, ship
broker agency in London, a total of 152
vessels were sold and bought by Good
Faith.

Today, GOOD FAITH SHIPPING CO
S.A. manages 20 vessels of large
capacity and employs 700 persons.

Capt. Frangos strongly believes that
class societies are fundamental in ensur-
ing high levels of ship safety and incor-
porating new technology in shipping. His
position as Honorary Chairman of the
Black Sea Regional Committee and
Member of the International Committee
of BUREAU VERITAS, as well as
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Honorary Chairman of the
Mediterranean Committee of the CHINA
CLASSIFICATION SOCIETY along with
his membership in both the Greek and
International Committees of the AMERI-
CAN BUREAU OF SHIPPING, clearly
demonstrate the reason Captain
Frangos and the classification societies
enjoy a strong relationship.

While Captain Nikolas was building
his career in the world of business, he
was also building — in parallel — his own
family. In 1960, he married Stella
Monoyios, a philologist, a woman of
extraordinary talents and abilities, who
stood by his side all the years of their
common life. She was a devoted wife
and a loving mother. She and Captain
Nikolas had three children, John,
Angeliki and Maria. The couple shared
41 years of common life, until 2001, the
year Stella died.

Stella, being a classical teacher by
profession, was the true inspiration
behind his education-related patronage,
highlighted by the funding of the con-
struction of an elementary school at
Kardamyla, two elementary schools for

the children of the cities of Jin Ping and
Ma Li Tuo of the Yunnai Province in
China and a home for elders at Kifissia.
For this, he was awarded by the Ministry
of Foreign Affairs of the People’s
Republic of China the Golden Star, the
supreme distinction a civilian of a foreign
country can achieve.

From his childhood until today,
Captain Nikolas has been very near to
the Greek Orthodox Church. A great
humanitarian, the captain founded the
Greek Orthodox Radio Station for which
he was awarded, by the Archbishop of
the Greek Orthodox Church, the Golden
Cross, the highest distinction, at a cere-
mony held in the Athens Academy. Since
the fall of the Soviet-era regimes in
Eastern Europe, he has been a strong
supporter of the church in Russia,
Bulgaria and Serbia. In recognition of his
efforts, the Holy Synod of the Church of
Greece has made him a member of the
Social Welfare Committee of Greece.

He is a member of the Leadership
100 organization of the Greek Orthodox
Archdiocese of America and was also a
member of the Executive Committee of

the Orphanage in Vouliagmeni.

He has been honored by the Greek
Orthodox Church repeatedly, and has
received many medals and decoration
from the Ecumenical Patriarch and from
the Archbishops of Greece and America
for his generous contributions to the
Church.

Being a great benefactor of his
homeland is another task to which he
has committed himself. It is in this light
that his fellow citizens bestowed upon
him, in the elections of 1989, the title of
the President of the Association of
Worldwide Kardamylians.

Ultimately, Captain Frangos consid-
ers his three children to be his greatest
achievement. John, a Sea Captain, has
his own shipping company, and studied
Economics and Shipping in the United
States of America. Angeliki, a mechani-
cal engineer with Economical studies,
owns a renowned shipping company list-
ed on the New York Stock Exchange.
Maria, a Law and Psychology graduate,
has already published two books.

The area of Kardamyla encompasses
the largest part of the northeastern
part of Chios. In the west, its border
is the mountainous mass of Pelinneo
(1297 m) and in the northwest it is
Oros (1126 m) with its major
mountains being Rachi and Piso Rachi
at the south of Amades. In the north
is Cofinas (267 m), in the center is
Gria (334 m) and Skoukla (254 m) is
to the east.

The town of Kardamyla is comprised
of three separate outstretched
communities: Ano Kardamyla or
Horio, the harbor Marmaro and its
extension, the picturesque
neighborhood of Rachi. Marmaro and
Rachi are known also as Kato
Kardamyla. In addition, the small
communities of Vlichada, Nagos,
Yiosonas, Ambelos on the north
shores and Pyrgia to the south, are
part of Kardamyla as well.

The natural beauty of the area attracts
visitors throughout the year. Especially
during the summer months, the resorts

Vlihada, Nagos and Yiosonas are full with

tourists and visiting Kardamylians from
around the globe.

THE HISTORY OF THE KARDAMYLIAN

MERCHANT MARINE

Kardamylians not only applied
themselves to navigation but began
settling in neighboring islands and the
shores of Asia Minor. The founding of
the first Kardamylian colonies at
Oinousses and Lythri (Meli as it was
named) near Erythres of Asia Minor,
clearly shows that Kardamyla was a
maritime village of small ships since
1800 and prior to the revolution of
1821.

Kardamylians were never pirates. On
the contrary, they were victims of
pirates' raids. It is said that while
armed, they defensively
counterattacked professionally
organized Arab pirates who pillaged
the islands since the 12th century, in
order to be released from their whip
of piracy and to be able with ease and
security to trade their products with
their neighbors across the sea.

This was the basic reason why they
descended late to the sea. After the
pirates were eradicated, a few years
prior to the national battles of 1821,
the Kardamylians were seen in small
boats floating on the shores of Chios,
Psara, Mytilini, and neighboring
shores toward Chios and Ionia, from
Kydonies to Erythres, trading
Kardamylian goods.

In Psara, the Kardamylian seaman
Adamantios Lemos, owner of a small
ship, experienced in the maritime
history of Chios and of the Asia Minor
peninsula across from it, is hired by
Constantine Kanaris as a pilot and
helps him in the blowing up of the
Turkish flagship.

The son of Adamantios, Constantine
Lemos, a marine refugee in Syros,
obtains the first captain's diploma of a
ship in 1837.

ship in 1837.

From 1827 and on, the first small ships
appear in Kardamyla. The peramata, as
each ship was called, had a crew of two
or three at the most. They would make
transfers with the area across from
them. These ships are what mainly
transported citrus fruit to Smyrna and
from there, general goods back to
Kardamyla. The Kardamylian seamen
also traded coal with Smyrna as well as
with Constantinople.

The first vessel of the period was
purchased by George Katsounis. It was a
schooner, weighing approximately 200
tons. It was purchased between 1836-
1840 for 25 gold Ottoman lira. The ship
was not limited to short trips . Katsounis,
bold and capable, traveled all the way to
the southeastern ports of Italy,
Marseilles, Egypt and Constantinople
transferring almonds, figs, carob, and
raisins from Chios or from the
neighboring vicinity of Asia Minor.

In 1842, Stephanos Notias purchased a
small schooner of approximately 150
tons, in 1845 Michael Morakis another at
130 tons and in 1850, Michael Gemelos
another at 250 tons.

In 1855, George Sourasis purchased the
second ship at approximately 300 tons
and John Angelos purchased a small ship
of 12 tons.

A constant increase followed which
reached its peak between the years 1880
and 1895 with a strong fleet which was
estimated at 150 vessels, the largest
tonnage being 2300 tons. They traveled
outside of the Mediterranean as far as
the north of Egypt and even to South
America.

In the year 1900, problems began for
navigation. Much bad luck and many
wars, blockades, and maritime crises
destroyed the fleet of the
Kardamylians. Even though other fleets
in Greece such as those of Psara,
Hydra, Spetses, Galaxidi, and
Cephalonia couldn't endure and
disbanded, it is worth noting that the
fleet of Kardamyla with its new
attempts was able to remain standing.
After surviving every catastrophe
possible, the kardamylian merchant
fleet was able to rebuild itself from the
ruins without any assistance except
from the bold and hard working
Kardamylians, with their knowledge
and their naval skill which sets them
apart from others. In this indivisible
fleet, the family Vasilakis (Vasilakoudes
as they are referred to in the village)
emerges in 1898 as pioneer in the field,
acquiring the Kardamylian ship
"Georgios" which moored a the port of
Kardamyla. George Livanos followed in
1902 and John Karras later in 1907.

In the Balkan Wars (1912-1913), the
Kardamylian ships were ordered by the
Greek government as transportation for
the Greek army and their supplies.

The ships' owners, ardent patriots, had
full power in the volunteer liberation
corps of Kardamyla and fought the
Turks for the independence of the
island.

During World War I (1914-1918), other
bold Kardamylians followed the
pioneers in the purchase of steamships
which reached approximately 15 by the
end of the war. Other newer individuals
followed them during the middle of the
war. Despite the unfavorable conditions
for navigation, they managed to find
themselves with 42 cargo steamships
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of a tonnage of over 3,000 tons, each
one under a Greek flag on the 1st of
September 1939, the commencement
of World War II.

These 150 year old ships of labors
passed, served the country from the
first hour of the war, offering their
invaluable services in the allied
struggle. Thirty of those would be
destroyed taking with them 90
Kardamylian seafaring men to their
wet graves.

Still 32 Kardamylian seamen were
found dead on caiques during the
occupation, 10 were murdered in the
army in Albania, Crete and the Middle
East, and 3 were executed at Kontari
of Chios by German executioners.

The number of lost attest to the
magnitude of the Kardamylian
seamen's contribution and sacrifice in
WWTI and WWII in the struggle of the
nation.

Today in all the seas of the globe, a
variety of modern passenger and
cargo ships are owned by
Kardamylian ship owners. This can be
seen in the specific maritime offices
they run. Many of these ship owners
have made a considerable fortune
from the sea and they have become
benefactors of the Kardamylians with
important contributions and creative
initiatives (founding schools, the
Cultural Center of Kardamyla,
churches, the Town Hall and other).

The long term maritime tradition and
the progress of Kardamylian ship
owners gave the opportunity to most
of the male inhabitants of the village
in maritime occupations.

The modern Ultra Handymax Navios Primavera (2007)

There isn't one family in Kardamyla in
which at least one member has not
traveled at sea as a seamen. This
maritime kneading created a large
number of officers, which frame the
Greek merchant marine, whose strength
today is enormous. Notwithstanding the
maritime crisis which whipped the global
maritime industry, the seafaring
Kardamylian ships today are estimated
to be over 800.

THE METROPOLITAN SOCIETY OF

KARDAMYLIANS, INC.

The Metropolitan Society of
Kardamylians Inc. celebrates this year
its 75th anniversary with events in
Kardamyla as well as here in New
York. It is an exciting time for the
organization, at the dawn of the new
century, as it continues to help its
members perpetuate their bond with
their homeland.

THE FIRST YEARS

The Society’s history began with the
arrival of the first Kardamylian
immigrants in America at the start of
the 20th century. The industrial
centers of Pittsburgh and Monessen,
PA, Weirton, WV, and Brooklyn, NY,
were their main destinations. Later,
they invited their relatives and friends
to join them and grew into large
Kardamylian communities in these
cities.

The first immigrants faced great
difficulties. During the period of the
Great Depression of 1929-1937, it
was very difficult to find work and
almost impossible to help their
families back in Kardamyla. In
addition, new arrivals had to deal with
harsh immigration authorities. Under
these circumstances Kardamylians
recognized the need to organize and
face together the great problems
during that difficult period.

The first Kardamylian organization
in America was established in 1934 in
Weirton, W. Virginia. It was named
“Evwon KapdaupuAiov Xiou
«EuayyeAiopog TG ©coTdkou» or
Union of Kardamylians, of Chios
“ANNUNCIATION OF THE MOTHER OF
GOD”. Even though this organization
is no longer active its constitution and
by-laws are saved and anyone

interested can download, read or print
the entire document from the
Metropolitan Society of Kardamylians’
website http://www.kardamyla.org/org/
weirton0.html

The Metropolitan Society of
Kardamylians was established in
Brooklyn a year later, on December
1935, first, unofficially, with the Greek
name “AAAnAoBononTikn 'Evwon
KapdapuAiov Xiou n «Mpdodog». It was
not official because it was not registered
as a legal entity with the State of New
York.

On March 22, 1937, the members of
«Mpododoc» established the Kardamylian
League Inc. replacing «Mp6odog». The
Kardamylian League was registered with
New York State as a not for profit
corporation.

The founders of the organization are
the members of its first board of
directors:

The organization was very active from
the very beginning. It successfully
helped many members with
immigration issues as well as with
finding them jobs. It collected money to
provide bail for those who were
arrested by the Immigration
Authorities, especially the newcomers,
so they could return to work. For those
who were ill and lived alone far away
from their families, there was a
committee whose members visited
them in the hospitals and followed their
progress until they recovered.

The following reference which
appeared in the first Journal, published
on March 19, 1936, on the occasion of
the 1st Annual Dinner Dance,
demonstrates that the founders,
despite all the difficulties during that
period, had great ambitions. They
aspired to help their homeland, to help
Greek education in America and lead
the efforts to unite all the Chian
Societies of America into one
organization:

"This Organization will not limit itself
only to help the interests of its
members. In addition it aspires to
develop the intellectual, physical and
moral education of its members and
especially of the new generations.
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"Proodos” aspires to create an
educational program to educate the
new generations and to be able to
keep in this hospitable country the
Greek name in prominence just as our
ancestors did throughout history.

"Proodos” seeks a leading role in an
attempt to unify all the Chian
Societies of America and it will
support the unification of all the local
societies in America into one
organization.

"Proodos” will be always ready to
support with its entire means every
national effort in America or our
ancestral home Greece.”

Characteristic is the letter sent by
the Kardamylian teacher Eleftherios
Kontos welcoming the establishment
of «Mpdodoc». The teacher’s words
epitomize the hopes and expectations
the people of Kardamyla placed on
this new organization.

"I salute with great joy the
establishment of the Brotherhood of
Kardamylians in America and wish it
to succeed and accomplish great
deeds. All of you who live in this
developed country among educated
people do not forget the needs of our
schools in Kardamyla. The desks that
your small student relatives use to
learn today, you also used, indeed
without getting as much as you
should because of the many
shortcomings of our schools. Please
help to alleviate the shortcomings
little by little and be sure that the
small students will be for ever
grateful”.

AFTER THE WAR

In 1966, under the leadership of the
then president George Karras and
secretary Michael Tsevdos, the
constitution and bylaws were revised and
for the occasion a booklet was published
that describes in detail the period from
the establishment of the organization up
to the *60s.

From this booklet, we learned that
although the by-laws of the society did
not include any provisions to exclude
women as registered members, not a
single woman was registered as a
member. In spite of this, the women
were always present at all the events. In
fact, in 1945 the women established
their own organization with the name
“Kardamylian Ladies Society of Chios,
Inc.” The purpose for their organization
was fellowship and mutual support
among them.

The two organizations worked
together but there were also many
disagreements among them. The
women’s organization did not last long
and by 1947 it ceased to exist.

World War II and the period
immediately after the war brought
radical changes in the way of life of the
Kardamylian immigrants. The original
purpose of the establishment of the
Society no longer existed. Finding work
was no longer difficult, and at the same
time, the financial situation of
Kardamylians improved, and the
immigration laws changed for the
better.

The booklet of 1966 describes the new
economic prosperity, and how this
resulted in large participation at the
annual dinner dances and other events,
and a healthy savings account.

This prosperity also brought a
disagreement so serious that it
threatened the Society with a split. On
one side of this dispute, were the
members whose families were still in
Kardamyla. These members wanted to
use the Society’s funds to help with the
aftermath of the war in an effort to
rebuild Kardamyla. On the other side
were the members whose families were
living in America. These members
wanted the funds to be spent here in
America.

Despite this disagreement, the fact
is that during the period after the war
the Kardamylian Americans provided
great financial support for Kardamyla.
It was the period Kardamyla needed
their help the most.

In the Society’s Journal of 1985 that
was published to commemorate its 50t
anniversary, Mr. Nikolaos Marinakis
gave a detailed account of the
organization’s contributions towards
Kardamyla as well as towards the
Kardamylian community in America.
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Immediately after the war, with
the return of the soldiers and with
a new wave of Kardamylian
immigrants, the organization
shows increased activity.
Thousands of dollars and clothes
were sent to Kardamyla to
rebuild, for poor families and to
support the Elementary schools
and the Philoptochos of
Kardamyla.

Example:

$2000 to repair the bridge of Ano
Kardamyla.

$1000 for the orphans of
Kardamyla

$800 for the schools

$1000 for the building of
Tuberculosis clinic of Chios

$1700 for the church of Holy
Cross

$1400 for the Livaneion High
School

In the beginning of 1953 the
society sent $10,000 for the
water station of Neravlaka, the
water system of Ano Kardamyla,
the Philoptochos, the church of
Holy Cross and the schools.

After 1955 the society provided
for the expansion of the street
between Pera Panagia and the
square of Ano Kardamyla, the
expansion of the Saint George
Cemetery, the building of public
toilets in Ano and Kato
Kardamyla, the expansion of the
street between St. George (Aghio
Giorgi) and Holy Trinity (Aghia
Triada).

In addition, the society provided
funds to build the street from St.
John (Aghio Yanni) and the
Elementary School, to install street
lights and to complete the
installation of water pipes in Ano
Kardamyla.

Our society also sent $8,500 to
complete the Stadium, $1,000 for
the cemetery of Marmaro, $3,500 for
the cultural center of Ano Kardamyla
and $3,000 to build the Aghia Marina
nursing home.”

THE SEVENTIES AND EIGHTIES

During the ‘70s and *80s the activities
of the Society are characterized by its
leading roll to support the Greek national
causes. In 1974, the Society was one of
the founding societies of the Chian
Federation. Since the establishment of
the_Chian Federation in 1974, our
Society has actively supported its efforts
to improve the image of Hellenism within
the American community. Members of
our Society served on the Executive
Board of the Chian Federation. Mr.
George Livanos served as President for
ten years and until his death in 1997, he
was Honorary President.

In 1977, the Society established a new
not for profit organization to replace the
Kardamylian League, Inc. Its new name
is “Metropolitan Society of Kardamylians,
Inc.” and its new structure was designed
to better fit its purpose and activities.

A major milestone for the Society was
the acquisition of its own building in
1979. The building is located in the
center of the Kardamylian community of
Bay Ridge, Brooklyn at 7919 3rd Avenue.
It is known to all as the "Kardamylitiko
Spiti.”

The Dance Group

On the first floor, there is a community
hall that, together with the backyard,
support the organization’s activities. On
the second floor there are two rental
apartments.

In 1985, the organization continued
to expand by publishing a book with
the addresses of over 1000
Kardamylians living in the US and
Canada.

THE LAST TWO DECADES

The last two decades, the ’90s and
‘00s, the Society increased its
philanthropic, cultural and civic
activities. In addition, it organized
several conventions that sent important
Greek and American political and
business leaders to Kardamyla.

In 1990, the organization purchased
and sent to the Municipality of
Kardamyla, a computer system
network.

In 1992, the organization
established the Kardamylian
Achievement Awards to recognize
successful Kardamylians and friends of
Kardamyla. The first recipient of this
Award was the US Army General
William Gus Pagonis whose family
originated from Kardamyla. General
Pagonis led the US Army Supply
Command during the Gulf War.

The same year it organized a Youth
Dance Group, wearing our traditional
Kardamylian native dress and
performing at our Dinner Dances and
festival events.

In 1993, the Library was established
with a rich selection of books. The
books consist of Kardamylian, Chian,
and Greek American themes varying
from entertainment, history, art,
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documentaries etc. In 1996, the
library committee organized the
library by publishing a catalog with
short descriptions of the books,
newspapers, magazines, and other
materials. The library was then
opened for public use on a weekly
basis and also allows members to
borrow books by mail.

In 1996, the Scholarship
Program was established. Since
then, the organization has awarded
over $50,000 to Kardamylian college
students, high school students who
have successfully completed Greek
Study programs and graduates of the
Livanion Maritime High School in
Kardamyla.

In 1996, the back yard was rebuilt
and improved with fireplaces,
rotisseries and sitting space for the
Society’s annual Easter celebration. In
addition, major improvements were
completed throughout the building.

In 1998, the organization
established a presence on the
Internet. The Internet site,
www.kardamyla.org. contains
useful information related to the
organization's history and activities.

In 2000, the organization
translated to English and published
the book Kardamyla of Chios,
History — Sites — Travel.

The same year, the General
Assembly approved the Society’s new
Constitution and By-laws.

Every summer since 2001, the
Society organizes an event to support
the Nursing Home Aghia Marina in
Kardamyla. The purpose of this event
is to give Kardamylian Americans the
opportunity to learn of the great
work that Aghia Marina provides for

the elderly. This is also an occasion for
Kardamylian Americans to see first hand
the areas of improvement that need to
be addressed.

In 2006, New York’s Mayor Michael
Bloomberg recognized our society by
proclaiming March 16th 2006 Kardamylian
Day for the City of New York.

In 2007 a First Aid Course (CPR) was
established.

The same year a youth dance group
was re-initiated and a professional
instructor was hired to teach traditional
dances to children.

On August 10, 2010 the Municipality
of Kardamyla honored the Metropolitan
Society of Kardamylians for its 75 years
of contributions to Kardamyla. The event
took place in the Conference Hall of the
“Stella N. Frangou” Elementary School of
Marmaro

This last decade, the Society has
donated great amounts of money for
several philanthropic causes either by
itself or in conjunction with other
organizations. These include helping
young Kardamylians fight terminal
diseases, helping victims of natural
disasters such as hurricane Katrina, the
catastrophic fires in Greece and providing
life saving medical equipment to the
Skilitsio Hospital in Chios.

The Society supports the Greek
Schools in our community. Among the
Society’s work is the donation of Greek
books to the school of Kimisis Theotokou
in Brooklyn.

The members take pride in the
organization's history and development
over the years. Currently there is a very
large membership list and it is constantly
growing. The Kardamylians and their

friends are encouraged to join and
share their interests and concerns for
the land that unites them. This is done
by opening the «Spiti» on a regular
basis and inviting members and friends
so they can speak about their children,
their futures, their families, and of
course Kardamyla.

A very important function of the
Society is promoting and orchestrating
cultural and social events. These events
give all a chance to meet, make new
friends, and keep the fellowship and
traditions alive.

Cultural and Social Events

*The Annual Dinner Dance and
Achievement Awards Night take place
in the fall each year. It is a formal
event during which the organization
honors a successful Kardamylian with
the Kardamylian Achievement Award.

*The New Jersey picnic is held on the
first Sunday of June at the Alpine Boat
Basin on the Hudson River.

*The Long Island picnic is held the 2nd
Sunday of September at the beautiful
Eisenhower Park in Hempstead, LI.

*The Easter Celebration is held the
Sunday following Easter at the
Kardamylian House in Brooklyn.

*The Christmas Celebration for the
small children is held every year on a
Sunday before Christmas. Santa Claus
comes to the Kardamylian House in
Brooklyn with presents for the small
children of our members.

*The Three Hierarchs' and Greek
Letters' Day takes place the last
Sunday of January. On this day, the
Student Scholarship Awards takes place
and we honor our students who had
excellent academic achievements
during the past school year.
